Write a two to three paragraph summary explaining your public policy issue.  Use your own words…do not just cut and paste.  Include the following:
1. The significance of the issue.  For example, what impact the issue has on you, Ipswich, Massachusetts, the United States, and/or the global environment.

2. A minimum of 5 statistics.  Make sure you cite your statistics and include the source in the Work Cited section.
3. A minimum of 3 quotes.  Make sure you cite the quotes and include the source in the Work Cited section.

4. Explain what you think should be done.


Type your paragraphs below.  Make sure you are using the correct font, Times New Roman 12 Point.
	Section #2 – Pending Legislation, Funding, Government Action


This is perhaps the most significant element of the GAP.  What is currently happening in our government related to this public policy?  To complete this section, use the links included on the GAP website.  Include the following:

1. Name and citation of the pending bill, legislation, or other action.  Make sure you cite where you found the information and include the source in the Work Cited section.

2. A brief summary of the legislation

3. Identify who proposed the legislation or resolution

4. Indicate co-sponsors (either by name or indicated how many co-sponsors there are)

5. A timeline (when was it proposed and what is the current status?)
